Government commitment to:

* a National Nature Recovery Network (NRN) of wildlife rich, connected habitats
* 30% of land managed for nature by 2030

The new Environment Act. Includes:
 Biodiversity Net Gain — development to provide a 10% net gain for wildlife
* Local Nature Recovery Strategies — identify priorities to guide delivery of the NRN

» Strengthened wildlife duty for public bodies (including parish & town councils) to
conserve biodiversity

New funding streams including new Environmental Land Management schemes for
farmers and for Nature Based solutions to flooding, water quality etc



In Devon work has begun on a
Devon Nature Recovery Network
Map to identify priorities across
the county.

Work will start on a Devon Local
Nature Recovery Strategy this
summer.
